4307/108/CR-29/07/UD-1 |, dated 1™ December, 2007, in exercise of powers vested in it under clause (c) of sub-section (/)
of section 40 of the Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as the 'said Act') appoirited
Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority (hereinafter referred to as ‘"MMRDA' established under MMRDA Act,
1974) to be the Special Planning Authority for lands from Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-Bhayander
Municipal Corporation for development of “Recreation and Tourism Development Zone” (hereinafter referred to as
‘Notified Area’) the boundaries of which included the lands from the areas of Villages Manori and Gorai within the
jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Uttan, Pali, Chowk, Tarodi, Morva and Dongri within the
jurisdiction of Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation excluding Survey No. 341, admeasuring 14.87 Ha of Village Uttan,
Dist. Thane ;

And whereas, MMRDA by its notice No. PD/GMU/RTDP/1230/2010, dated 25" October 2010 declared its
intention to prepare the Development Plan for the Notified Area under the provisions of section 23 of the said Act and
whereas, it was also declared to revise the Sanctioned Development Plan of ‘R’ and ‘P/South’ wards of Municipal
Corporation of Greater Mumbai and sanctioned Development Plan Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation under the
provision of section 38 of the said Act and to prepare Draft Development Plan for the area comprising of villages within the
jurisdiction of Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai and Mira-Bhayander Municipal Corporation within the limits of
the Special Planning Authority ;

And whereas, MMRDA vide Notice no. PDIGMU/RTDP/1230/201 1, dated 15" November 201 | published the Draft
Development Plan prepared for the Notified Area inviting suggestions and objections from the interested persons under
the provisions of section 26 of the said Act;

And whereas, a Planning Committee was appointed to consider the suggestions/objections thus received and give a
hearing to the applicants under the provisions of section 27 of the said Act and the said Committee has submitted its
recommendations to MMRDA vide its report dated February 27,2012;

Now therefore having considered the suggestions/objections and the report of the Planning Committee, in
exercise of its powers under section 28 (4) of the said Act, MMRDA gives this notice and publishes the list of modifications
or changes made in the DDP of the Notified Area for information of the public ;
