Faster connectivity from Versovato Virar

MMRDA's another new project will help to decongest South Mumbai by making tunnel
from Orange Gate to Marine Drive

Mumbai will get India's 1st Giant Observation wheel
Mumbai, 10 March, 2023:

154th Meeting of Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority was held under the
chairmanship of the Hon’ble Chief Minister and Chairman of the Authority Shri.
EknathShinde. The proposals were presented by Shri. SVR Srinivas, IAS, Metropolitan
Commissioner, MMRDA before the Authority. Major focus of the meeting was on
implementation of new projects to reduce traffic congestion in the urban areas of MMR.

Key decisions taken during meeting were as follows:
* Revised estimate of 42 km sea bridge project between Versova-Virar has been approved.

» Authority has approved to construct 3.8 km long Tunnel Road to provide vehicular
connectivity between Orange Gate, Eastern Freeway to Marine Drive on Mumbai costal
road. This project will reduce traffic congestion during rush hours, also fasten the vehicular
movement as well.

» Authority has approved the estimate for construction of Twin Tunnel between Thane
&Borivali and relevant civil works. This project will be implemented in 3 packages in which
civil work will be done in 2 Packages and Intelligent Transportation System will be in third
package.

* Approved to dispose off2 plots through e-tendering in G-Block of Bandra-Kurla Complex.

» Appointment of consultant to prepare detailed project report for immediate implementation
of extension of Metro Line-5 from Kalyan To Ulhasnagar. This project will be extended
upto Khadakpada in Phase-l & up to Ulhas Nagar in phase 2. This extension will benefit the
citizens of Ulhasnagar, Ambernath, Badlapur and surrounding area by providing them quality
and comfortable mode of transport.

*The Authority approved to MMRDA'’s proposal to be submitted to the Government for
collection of Toll from December 2027 from the vehicles entering into Mumbai to recover the
cost of Infrastructure and Metro Network being laid by MMRDA in the region.

» The Authority also approved revised proposal of Balkum to Gaimukh Thane Creek Project.

+ Authority has approved to the extension of Chhedanagar flyover from Ghatkopar to Thane.
The proposed 13 km long and 3+3 lane elevated Bridge will start from Chhedanagar in
Ghatkopar East and end at Anandnagar Thane.

» The Authority also approved to propose the Government to appoint MMRDA as the project
implementation agency and to study Technical-Feasibility and implementation of Mumbai
Eye project at Bandra Reclamation, Mumbai by appointment of a developer for construction
of the project.



"MMRDA is implementing new projects along with completion of existing projects,
because on time project delivery is as important as execution. Our focus is to improve
seamless connectivity in MMR. Key approvals have been given in the Authority
meeting held under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister. MMRDA will
undertake important regional connectivity projects such as the Versova-Virar sea
bridge and Thane-Borivali twin tunnels. Also, construction of tunnel road to provide
connectivity between Orange Gate on Eastern Freeway to Marine Drive on costal road
in South Mumbai. Along with infrastructure projects, MMRDA will develop India's 1st
Giant Observation Wheel. There is no doubt that if this project is implemented, the
tourism sector of Mumbai Metropolitan Region will be boosted and Mumbai
Metropolis will be world class, said Shri.

MMRDA'’s Financial Budget for Year 2023-24 and Revised budget for year 2022-23.

Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority (MMRDA) Budget for the year
2023-24 and the revised budget for the year 2022-23, presented by Shri. SVR Srinivas,
Metropolitan Commissioner was approved by the Authority in its 154" meeting held on
10.03.2023, chaired by Hon’ble Chief Minister attended by Hon’ble Dy.CM and Senior Officials .

In the Budget for the year 2023-24, the total estimated receipt is Rs.23,689.77 Crs.
which includes Loan from State Govt.(sub debt ) for metro -615 Cr., Revenue from sale of
Lands -4217 Cr, Loans and Borrowings- 14,989.43 Cr, Other Receipts-1877 Cr,
Government Grants-1190 Cr. and Urban Transport Fund (UTF)-800 Cr.

During the year 2023-24 total expenditure of Rs. 28,704.98 Crs. is estimated in the
budget. As expenditure is greater than Receipts as above, there is deficit of Rs.5,014.41 Crs.
shown in the budget. Out of total estimated expenditure, 94% i.e. Rs.27,079.69 Crs. will be
spent on Road & Bridge Projects, Public Transport and other Infrastructure Development works.
The budget mainly focuses on public transport and infrastructure development projects. The
details of the projects to be undertaken in the year 2023-24 are as follows :

Revised budget of year 2022-23 is estimated total revenue of Rs.14,535.39 Crs.

However total expenditure is estimated Rs.15,452.98 Crs.

GoM has granted permission for raising loans up to Rs.60,000 Crs. as and when
required to complete the ambitious projects of Authority. Out of which, REC has sanctioned a

total loan of Rs.30,593 Crs. Because of GoM assurance for Loans of major projects like Mumbai



Metro, Mumbai Metro Line 2A & 7 has been completed in this year by Authority. In the first
phase of the loans raised by Authority, GoM has provided guarantee Rs.12,000 Crs. GoM

guarantee is also required for the remaining amount of Loans.

It is also proposed to monetize the assets of the Authority's projects through
Infrastructure Investment Trusts (InvITs) / Toll Operate Transfer (TOT) / Alternate Investment
Fund (AIF) etc. for most efficient Resource Mobilization. Assets Monetization of the project will
create funds which can be used for the repayment of loan. New projects will be taken from the
balance funds.

Authority has achieved remarkable performance and progress under leadership of
Hon’ble Chief Minister, GoM and Chairman of MMRDA.
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
